e Knapsack or day-pack for transporting gear
e Re-usable water bottle
e Pocket flashlight (BIOS is not well lit at night)
e Dry bag
Clothing:
BIOS has laundry facilities that use quarters ($2 wash, $1.50 for drying)
e Jeans, shorts and shirts (it is recommended that you check the forecast before
you arrive, www.weather.bm)
¢ Closed toed shoes and shower shoes
e Bathing suits
e Pajamas, underwear, socks etc.
Personal Items
e Sunscreen (no aerosol), hat, sunglasses
e Eye glasses or contacts (if you wear them, a spare pair is recommended as there
is no optician near BIOS)
e Dramamine or motion-sickness patches
